HOMEWORK ASSIGNMENT BOOKS
    Centerville has provided a homework assignment book for student use this year.
   These books include daily calendars for students to log class assignments.  The books also include our student handbook, discipline policy, dress code, and general information. The HAB will be passed out to students during the first few weeks of school.
   We expect each student to maintain an assignment log.  
   
YEARBOOK
   Centerville produces an annual yearbook of memorable people and events throughout the school year. We will be releasing information at a later date on how to purchase the yearbook as well as the price.

P.E. – No Locker Rooms this Year
   The physical education locker rooms are under construction this year. As a result, students will not be changing into PE uniforms until after the first semester. Students will participate in the clothes they wear to school therefore it is strongly encouraged that they wear clothes appropriate for physical activity to school. Student must wear proper athletic shoes every day as these are essential for safety reasons. If students do not wear appropriate shoes, they will not be allowed to participate and their grade will be affected.
The Physical Education Department will be selling T-shirts, shorts, sweatshirts (hoodies) and sweatpants. These are not required but the sweatshirts and sweatpants can be worn over their street clothes to help protect them. The t-shirts and shorts would also make nice spirit wear for their time at Centerville. There is an order form for the clothes included in the newsletter. Your PE teacher will inform you when we will be selling clothes. We have a limited number of t-shirts and shorts and when they run out they will not be reordered.

ID CARDS
     Students will be required to carry their ID cards with them to school every day. They will need it to check into their Homeroom (FLEX Time).

BACK TO SCHOOL NIGHT
     Our Back to School Night will be held August 31, at 6:45 PM. We will be sending out more information closer to the date.

ELECTRONIC DEVICES
     Per FUSD policies (E.C. 48901, B.P./A.R. 5114.11), students may use electronic signaling devices such as cell phones  only before and after school.  Fremont Unified School District and Centerville Junior High School do not permit the use of any electronic devices during the school day (during class, passing time, lunch, or at assemblies or other school activities).
      Cell phones must be turned off during the school day. Students may not use their phones, or receive or send voice messages or text messages during the entire school day, including during lunch.
     Failure  of  a student to adhere  to these  guidelines  will result   in   progressive  disciplinary  action,  which   may include, but is not limited to, confiscation, parent contact and suspension.  At Centerville, the typical consequence is:
1st   - Warning
    2nd  - Confiscation and parent/guardian notified to
             Pick up phone/electronic devices
    3rd   - Phone held every day  in office
    4th  - On campus suspension

Students are not prohibited from possessing or using electronic signaling devices that are determined by a licensed physician to be essential for the health of the student.

T-DAP
Attention 7th Grade Parents:  The T-dap (whooping cough) and Varicella vaccine boosters are required for all students entering the 7th grade.  If you have not provided the proof of these vaccines, please turn it in to the office as soon as possible.  Your child can not attend school unless proof of immunization is received.

     This school year, every student will receive FREE lunch. Free meals should last the entire school year. The kitchen will offer a la carte sales (i.e. chips, cookies, water) that students can purchase. There will be no more vegetable and fruit offer bar – salads will be individually packaged and the fruit will be handed out to the student. Although all meals are FREE for students, they will be required to use their ID cards when picking up the free lunch.

BELL SCHEDULE
   All students at Centerville will have six class periods each day. A warning bell rings at 8:10 AM and Period 1 begins promptly at 8:15 AM. School concludes at 2:35 PM (1:35 on Wednesdays). Strict punctuality is expected. Consequences of detention and/or parental contact for each tardy will begin immediately.  It is important that you show up to your scheduled class on time.

DAILY SCHOOL ATTENDANCE: A MUST
   Daily school attendance is extremely important. Be aware that only illness, doctor/dentist appointments or bereavement are excused absences.  If an absence occurs you are required by the State of California Educational Code to report the absence to the school.  You can report your student’s absence either by emailing the attendance clerk at jaustin@fusdk12.net or calling the attendance line at 510-797-2072 extension 68901.  The attendance clerk will make every effort to clear such absences daily by calling home and/or emailing the student’s parents/guardians.  Please note that the phones are only answered during office hours. If you miss due to illness and would like make up work, please contact the teacher directly via email.



MEDICAL AND DENTAL
APPOINTMENT/EARLY PICKUP
   Please send your student to the office in the morning before the start of school with a note indicating the reason and the time he or she needs to be picked up.  Such notes do not go to teachers.
   The student will receive a PASS that allows him or her to leave class and meet you in the office where an adult will need to sign them out.  This saves time (especially if the student is in PE and needs to change clothes) and also minimizes interruptions to the classrooms (which is naturally our highest priority).
   If it’s a last minute arrangement, even a call ahead to the office will assure that we can send a PASS out to the class with a minimum of disruption.
   Adults do need to sign students out in the office when leaving but when a student returns from an appointment, the adult does not need to sign them in.  The student does, however, need to come to the office to get a pass so they can return to class.
  Students cannot return to school until they have been fever free (without the use of medications) for 24 hours or vomit free for 48 hours.  Fever is defined as 100˚ F and above.

PROOF OF RESIDENCY
   If you moved during the summer, proof of residency must be established before school starts. Your child cannot attend classes until this paperwork is provided.  Please contact our registrar, Mrs. Martin, at 
(510)797-2072 at extension 68158, as soon as possible.


SPECIAL MESSAGES 
TO STUDENTS FROM HOME  
   In an effort to keep from disrupting classes, messages are only delivered directly to students in emergencies.  
    The following are NOT CONSIDERED EMERGENCIES demanding personal messages:
1) Forgotten lunches or lunch money, books, homework, papers, etc. may be dropped off in the office. (Alert students to stop by the office and inquire if these items have been dropped off for them.)  Students are not allowed to meet cars in the parking lot or the loop to get items during the school day including lunch time.

2) Transportation arrangements.  (These should be arranged in advance.)
   Emergency requests sent to classrooms are classified as real family emergencies. Thank you for assisting us by preplanning strategies with your student.

MAKE-UP WORK
   When a student is absent from school due to an “excused” absence, they have the opportunity to make up missed work. Students have as many days to make up work as they were absent.
   For your assistance and information, make-up work requests are appropriate when the anticipated absence is 3 or more days beyond those days already absent.  
   Parents or students should contact the teacher directly for make-up work.  
   Students on suspension may or may not receive make-up work.  By State Education Code, assigning make-up work is at the discretion of the teacher.

SIGN UP FOR E-FLYERS
FUSD schools are now distributing flyers electronically through its partnership with Peachjar. Parents can now receive school-approved flyers via email, or by visiting their school websites. Peachjar recently sent emails to parents with account setup instructions. If you did not receive an email, visit http://www.peachjar.com, click the 'Login' button, enter your email address as the username and select 'Forgot Password'.

MEDICATION FOR STUDENTS
   If your student is required to take medication during school hours, a doctor's signed form must be on file in our office.  These "Medication at School – Form D" forms are available in our office.  This applies to prescription drugs as well as OVER-THE-COUNTER medications such as aspirin/Tylenol, cough drops, decongestants, bronchial mists, INHALERS, etc. Medications must be kept in the office.
   IF YOU HAD A “MEDICATION AT SCHOOL – FORM D” ON FILE IN A PREVIOUS YEAR, IT NEEDS TO BE RENEWED EACH YEAR.  If medication changes during the year, we need a new Form D letter filled out.  Students are not to have any medications of any kind on their person.  The office cannot provide aspirin or Tylenol.

SEVERE ALLERGIES AT SCHOOL
   We have several students that are allergic to foods, especially nuts.  When exposed to nuts and nut oils (especially by eating them, but sometimes just by touching or breathing the oils), these students may break into hives, or even have their airways swell up and they could stop breathing!!!
   Please notify the office, our nurse and your child’s teacher if your child has, or develops, such allergies.
PLEASE help us to keep all of our students safe and healthy at school.
1.  Talk to your children about not sharing or trading their food, lunches, etc. with other students unless an adult okays it.
2.  If you bring, or send, food to school for parties, etc.  please do not send any foods that have any nuts or nut products.  Read food labels for nuts or nut derivatives.  Sometimes even plain M&Ms, gummy bears, jelly beans, puddings (pistachio etc.) may have nuts or nut oils.
3.  If your child will need medication at school to handle allergies, please make sure you have a current permission form completed by parent and doctor.  If your child requires an EpiPen at school, then contact our nurse or the office as there are other forms that will need to be completed.

DRESS CODE REMINDER
  
 All Fremont school students must comply with a District-wide dress code.
   Although our school Dress Code will be discussed with students as we review our discipline policy with them, we're printing a reminder here to help guide you through clothes shopping and planning for school.  As always, we appreciate your cooperation.
1. Hats and hoodies are allowed but not in the classroom. 
2. No pajamas or sagging pants.  (Pants must be worn at waist level in a manner which does not expose underwear.)
3. No article of clothing which exposes any part of the body from mid-thigh to shoulders.
	-Shorts must reach the end of fingertips
	 (when standing with arms at side)
-No low-cut necklines 
-No exposed midriffs
	-No muscle shirts
	-No holes in clothing which expose
	 breasts, buttocks, or crotch area
4. No flip-flops, slippers, opened-toed or backless shoes. This year, because students will not change clothes for PE, they must wear shoes appropriate for physical activity (Crocs are not appropriate for physical activity). 
    Crocs must be worn with heel strap on.                                         
5. No drug, alcohol, tobacco, sex-related, hate or
discriminatory symbols may be inscribed on any item worn, or brought to school.
6. No gang insignias, colors,  tagged items or bandanas.
7. No chains.
8. No spiked jewelry or clothing.


DISCIPLINE POLICY
       Centerville Junior High has a clearly defined discipline policy.  It is detailed in writing and is a part of our Homework Assignment Book (HAB).  We ask that you review its contents with your child. This policy is regularly reviewed and updated.  Any revisions will be forwarded to you as they occur.

RESPONSIBILITY CENTER (RC) and
 ON CAMPUS SUSPENSION (OCS)


   The purpose of the Responsibility Center (RC) is to provide a place and a program to send disruptive and/or irresponsible students in order to promote an environment in which the teacher can teach and the remaining students can learn.  A further purpose is to provide an alternative to off-campus suspension which enables the students to stay in school.  This program is designed to modify inappropriate behavior and strengthen appropriate behavior.  While in the RC, students will:
· complete assignments in silence
· undergo screening for appropriate referrals
· obtain assistance in conflict resolution, anger control, and other interpersonal skills
· receive material to build and enhance basic academic skills
   Students who are sent to the RC may also receive consequences ranging from a warning, lunch or after school detentions, or a referral to the Assistant Principal.  Any student with 7 or more RC referrals will be sent to the Assistant Principal and may be assigned other consequences including an on-campus suspension.
   The goal of the RC/OCS staff is to assist students in returning to class promptly with the interpersonal skills and attitudes necessary for them to be both productive and successful.       

                                                        
STUDENT RECOGNITION PROGRAMS
    Centerville has a variety of programs in place to recognize students for academic [image: ]

performance, good attendance 
and appropriate behavior. 
· Mustang Bucks can be given to students for several reasons such as: turning in homework, attendance, grades, behavior, etc.  Mustang Bucks can be “spent” at the Trading Post.
· Centerville recognizes outstanding scholastic achievements by giving awards to qualified students at the end of each school year through an assembly for award recipients.  
· Students who earn all A’s will be on the Principal’s Honor Roll and are invited to the Straight A Tea.


THINK SAFETY

   Centerville Junior High is located on one of the busiest streets in Fremont, we have a great concern for the safety of our students.
a.  Bike Riders - should ride single file, one person per bike, with the flow of traffic.  Bicycles/scooters/skateboards/roller blades must be locked separately and stored properly while in school.  Be certain to provide a secure lock.  Bar locks are better than chain or cable locks.
      Bikes/scooters/skateboards/roller blades without locks are not permitted.
b.  Pedestrians - should only cross Fremont Boulevard in crosswalk areas.  The nearest crosswalks are at Central and at Norris.  Jaywalking is dangerous and illegal, and could cost you a substantial fine.  Also students walking to school must stay on sidewalks.  We receive frequent calls regarding students walking down the center of streets or blocking the flow of traffic.  Also, walking with a friend or group is better and safer than walking alone.  For safety reasons, students should not be walking through the parking lots.
c.  Bus Riders - will behave properly on a AC Transit bus.  Students  who jeopardize others with poor behavior, or who fail to follow directions, may lose the privilege of riding or face other disciplinary action.
d.  Passengers in Cars - may be dropped off/picked up in the school parking lot.  Adult drivers should drive to the most forward space to drop off or pick up students.  The curb in between the driveways are for school buses only. During construction, you may use the curb as loading and unloading.

PARKING LOT “ETIQUETTE”
    It is recommended to wear PPE and socially distance yourself when you are visiting Centerville Junior High’s campus. 
     The following policies are in place regarding parking lot etiquette

*** If you drive your child to school, there are some facts you need to know: 
1. Remain calm.
2. Please be aware of those around you.  We are ALWAYS concerned about student  safety and driving; dropping your student in the wrong  place could result in injury.
3. Please remember that our students are not always careful.  Therefore, your attention  is of critical importance.
4. We know the line to get into our parking lot is long, but it is important not to have a double line that obstructs traffic.
5. When pulling into the “lot,” please pull as far forward as you can before stopping.

***BE AWARE that the Fremont Police Department is ticketing cars which are double parked in the street in front of the school.  It is their expectation that you will “circle the block” until such time as your child is ready and available for you to pick them up.
***Some of our apartment and business neighbors have alerted us that they will be contacting the police when their driveways are blocked, parking lots are being used, etc.  Please be respectful of our neighbors.

COUNSELOR’S CORNER
  Hello Centerville Students and Parents! Welcome back for another school year!  We have three counselors here at Centerville: a full-time 7th grade counselor, a full-time 8th grade counselor, and a transition counselor, who works part-time at Centerville and part-time at Washington High School. Students may come by our offices before school, at lunch, or after school.  If we are busy helping other students, they can fill out a request form and we will meet with them as soon as possible.  Students can also let their teachers know they need to see their counselor.  Additionally, we are available to meet with parents in person or via phone or email.  We are available Monday – Friday from 7:30 am – 3:00 pm.  Feel free to contact us directly using the contact information below.

Disaster/Emergency Procedures

In the event of a disaster, please DO NOT CALL THE SCHOOL.  We must keep phone lines free for emergency communication.

Lockdown/Shelter in Place Procedures: If it becomes necessary to institute a lockdown, the Principal or Assistant Principal,  will make an announcement over the PA system notifying staff to secure students in their classrooms with the doors locked.  Students are  not  allowed to use their cell phones at this time.  Parents are asked to stay off campus until the lockdown is lifted.  No one will be admitted to school buildings during this time and students will not be released.

Evacuation Procedures:  If it becomes necessary to implement an evacuation, teachers will lead their students to their assigned areas at the back of the campus until the evacuation has been lifted.
Evacuation due to disasters such as an earthquake:  Procedures are in place to ensure student and staff safety.  Each teacher has an Emergency Backpack in their classroom with medical supplies.  We also have a Disaster Container on campus with water, food, medical supplies, equipment, etc.  
· Part of our disaster plan allows for parents or designated adult, to pick up students.  The bike rack next to the office (follow the signs) will be the Student Check-Out Area.
· Students will only be released to adults listed on that student’s Emergency Form. Photo IDs are required.  
· Please don't block driveways or fire lanes when picking up student(s).  Emergency vehicles must have access to the school.
· Staff is prepared to stay on campus with any students not picked up, for as long as necessary.  If it becomes necessary to evacuate Centerville, a note will be left
